Matt. 21:23  He came into the temple -- the chief priests 

and elders came unto Him -- they asked, 
"by what authority do You do these 
things? -- who gave You this authority? 

     24-27  Jesus' response 
     28-31  He talked about a father and 2 sons 
 
 
   * Notice Christ's dealings with people 
 
Luke 5:27-28  Levi (the publican) followed Him 
   29   a great feast at Levi's house -- many other 
publicans 
   30   scribes and Pharisees murmured 
   31-32  Jesus responded 
Luke 7:34   they called Jesus a glutton and a winebibber -

- they called Jesus a friend of sinners 
   36   Jesus went into a Pharisee's house 
   37-38  a prostitute washed His feet 
   39   the Pharisee complained 
   40-50  Jesus told her that her sins were forgiven 
Luke 15:1-2  the Pharisees and scribes murmured -- this man 

receives sinners and eats with them 
Luke 19:1-10  Jesus had a meal with a rich publican 
 
 
   * Notice Christ's dealings with those who seemed 

to be religious 
 
John 8:3   scribes and Pharisees 
   6   that they might accuse Him 
   7   he that is without sin, cast the first stone 
   8-9  He wrote on the ground -- they were convicted of 

their own conscience 
John 8:33   we are Abraham's seed 
   34   he who commits sin is the servant of sin
